Highlighting pens and tape: 
Bright colors draw a student's attention to vocabulary terms or other important points in their notes or books. Highlighter tape allows students to temporarily highlight in a text book without making permanent marks.

Calculators 

Students who struggle with math can use these small electronic devices to help them to copy, align, and compute math problem's on paper. 

Computers 

These allow students to use multiple types of software to support learning.

The teacher's role in the AT implementation and evaluation processes is to implement the technology and assess its performance and use. The teachers are the ones that evaluate whether or not the AT is accommodating the students needs to support academic success. The teacher evaluates based on feedback from the student, whether the student likes the AT and feels that it is helpful. The teacher assess whether the student uses the AT and appears engaged and interested in using the device. The teacher has a primary role in the AT implementation and evaluation processes.
